Who We Serve: Bright Hope serves the abject poor 
– people surviving on less than one dollar a day. Many 
of our projects serve entire communities entrenched 
in generational poverty. Examples of the particularly 
vulnerable people we serve include:

• Orphans and vulnerable children – children who have lost one or both parents, 
and are especially vulnerable to malnutrition, disease and social abuses.

• Individuals with HIV/AIDS, malaria and other opportunistic diseases.

• At-risk women - circumstances such as the death of a husband leave 
women without any income, and many are forced into vulnerable 
situations such as prostitution.

• Communities in crisis – those aff ected by natural or ecological disasters where 
people need immediate help in order to survive.
